product of the West.

It cannot, of course, be doubted
that the institutional structure of the
contemporary practice of democracy is
largely the product of European and
American experience over the last few
centuries. This is extremely important to
recognize since these developments in
institutional formats were immensely
innovative and ultimately effective. There
can be little doubt that there is a major
‘Western’” achievement here.

Crude mineral oil comes out of the
earth as a thick brown or black liquid
with a strong smell. It is a complex
mixture of many different substances,
each with its own individual qualities.
Most of them are combinations of
hydrogen and carbon in varying
proportions.
